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DANCE CLASS ATTIRE & FOOTWEAR
Proper attire for class must be followed. Students not dressed appropriately for class will be asked to sit and observe the lesson. 


* Girls: Creative Movement , Combo Classes, Tap, Jazz, Lyrical, Irish Dance, Musical Theater, Hip Hop:
Leotard of color of choice,  with any color tights;  skirt is optional. Shorts or jazz pants are allowed for hip-hop classes ONLY.

* Girls: *Ballet Level I - Advanced Pointe:
Black Leotard with Pink tights; Skirt is optional 

*Boys:    Creative Movement, Ballet/Tap Combo, Ballet: 
White T-Shirt (no print); Black Sweatpants, Track Pants, or Shorts

*Boys:     Tap, Jazz, Musical Theater, Hip-Hop:
T-shirt in color of choice; Sweatpants, Track Pants, or Shorts

Adult Classes: Students enrolled in Adult classes may wear comfortable clothing that is easy to move in. No jeans or restrictive clothing please. 


FOOTWEAR: 

Dance shoes for class must  be purchased at DDC with the exception of Adult classes.

* Jazz: Tan Slip On Split Sole Jazz Shoe 
* Hip-Hop: Black Low-Top Dance Sneaker
(Boys are same for all classes, except black ballet shoe, jazz shoe, and musical theater)

HAIR & JEWELRY:
Hair must be secured back off of the face into a ponytail or bun. Longer ponytails MUST be wrapped into a bun. Please make sure your student’s hair is secure enough to withstand the entire class and does not need to be readjusted during class. 

Excessive jewelry is not allowed during class. This includes long necklaces, bracelets, dangling earrings (studs and small hoops are allowed), watches, and any other pieces that would disrupt the movement of the student or become distracting.
